UMKC assurance states that the institution is guided by the same ethical principles and procedures regarding all research involving humans regardless of funding agency.  
Background:
The signature of an authorized Institutional Official (IO) on applications for funding indicates the institution’s intent to comply with the laws, regulations, and policies to which a funded project is subject, including applicable public policy requirements. The IO is also attesting to the fact that the information contained in the application is true and complete, and conforms with federal requirements and the institution’s own policies and requirements. The signature blocks on the application form, for both the Principal Investigator (PI) and the IO, also make it very clear that there are potential civil and criminal penalties for submitting false statements or claims.  Therefore, UMKC IRB has developed procedures for verifying that the IRB has reviewed and approved all human subject research related activities associated with the matching application for funding.  Investigators should note that monies will not be released unless the grant application has been reviewed and compared to the IRB protocol.
